                                   10 Hour race 2011 Sailing instructions

Date 9th July 2011

Sailing instructions:

1/ The race will start at 0900; there will be a warning signal at 0850 and a preparatory signal at 0855.

2/ The start line will be between a flagstaff in front of the clubhouse and a laid buoy in the vicinity.

3/ The course will be displayed in the clubhouse approximately 30 minutes before the start. The course will include number 9 buoy. All boats must keep clear of the prohibited areas of the bathing beaches, the underwater fence near the race hut and the buoyed off area for the model yacht group.

4/ There will be no alternative penalties for infringement of the rules, except a boat accepting a penalty shall pass around number 1 buoy leaving it on the same side as number 9 in the course. This will be sufficient penalty.

5/ Teams should consist of 3 members (single handers) or 6 members (double handers), but may consist of more, or less.

6/ Every 50 minutes from after the start a gun will sound, after this gun all crews must when next passing the jetties after having crossed the start line call in to do a changeover. All crews must have completed a changeover before crossing the startline after the gun.

Teams wishing to have a crew continue to do another shift may do so only if they do a changeover, all crew must exit the boat completely before re-boarding.

7/ In order to facilitate changeovers, Crews sailing with sailability sailors may with the race officers permission use more than 1 boat per team provided that a distinguishing mark is displayed on the hull or sails for that team and that the new boat does not leave the dockside until the old boat has been caught.

8/ No substitute boats may be used without prior permission of the race officer; this will only be given when significant damage has occurred.

9/ The race will be decided by using an average lap time. All boats will be logged through the line and using the latest PY numbers a rolling average lap time will be calculated.

10/ The finish will be at 1900 when a gun will sound; all teams are to complete the lap they are on before they are finished.
